We did short missions from there to India, Suriname, and
NYC. It's one thing to want to go, but it was a whole other world to walk it out. With the
grace of God and patience of the YWAM staff, we graduated. In fact, we were asked to
stay on as staff. We were there for three years total. From there we were led to the
Philippines where we worked at a house for sexually abused girls. We were in the
il ey years, went back to Oregon for three of Bekah’s high

\ school years. Patti helped pioneer a pregnancy mobile
clinic in the NW. Marko volunteerd at the high school
and at the YMCA. After Bekah’s graduation we were on
our way to the Philippines when God directed us back
to Texas. Patti has pioneered another mobile clinic and
is the VOLUNTEER director. Marko is teaching at a
Christian camp and at church. Every year we make it
back to the Philippines where the programs and Bible
studies we started still continue on to this day. Who
would have thought that loving Jesus, and a desire to
share Him would lead to all of this. He definitely gets all
the credit and glory!
